Snow PoliCY
When expected to receive greater than 3-4 inches of snow accumulation and expected to stick around longer than 48 hours (2 days), order the plow once it appears imminent that the snow will reach this criteria.

Shovel Stairs / Hazardous Areas: 

When more than 1 inch is expected to accumulate and last more than 36 hours, order shoveling of stairs, apartment entrances, handicapped accesses (where applies), or any area where it appears hazardous.  If a “deicer” cannot be applied directly to concrete (i.e. must be applied directly to pavement to be effective), then sand should be placed 

Sand / De-Icer:  
Sand should be applied to any hazardous / icy areas where a de-icer cannot be applied.  De-icer should be applied only when it can reach the concrete.  Order this when freezing temps are expected to linger for more than 12 hours.

PRIORITY:

1) Heavily populated areas

2) Any extra hazardous areas (areas with hill, etc).
